	84.6%
	The majority of pupils were competent and confident at swimming over a distance of 25 metres (20 metre length straight into a 5 metre width, due to pool size). One child in class with high level SEN Needs who couldn’t participate in the assessment to the required level which would have had a slight impact on percentage scores.

	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort can use a range of strokes effectively [for example, front crawl, backstroke, and breaststroke]?
	84.6%
	All pupils could demonstrate a range of strokes, with a small group attempting butterfly (not assessed, but pupils wanted to try).



	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort are able to perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations?
	76.9%
	Most pupils were able to perform safe self-rescue. However, a small number of pupils required extra practice when it came to deeper water scenarios.
